mou, lips!

The Mou,Lips! project survives today in Andrea Gabriele, a very young musician from Pescara, a humble boy with a precocious talent freed from any stylistic demands.
He just wants to express himself and his world through his music in a very personal creative way. «My creative process is very spontaneous, | use my bass in an emo-
tive way and | sample what inspires me in that moment. My music is a summa of my whole world».

This sound experimenter now enjoys solid popularity both at home and abroad, which is rare for a home-grown talent especially after the release of his EP Peanuts
and Shells Geometria for the French label List. A dazzling debut album, straddling practical music and elegant electronica exploring a consistently cinematic and envi-
ronmental sound, where the progressions are sunk into rarefied landscapes, wrapped up in the feeling of ever present emotion. ‘What interests me is the marriage of
audio and video, just like in the collaboration with Joachim LaPorte, Bianco Valente and Claudio Sinatti; but I'm even more fascinated by the empathy between differ-
ent arts’.

In 2003 Andrea Gabriele becomes part of the cultural association Artificialia, with whom he is also organizing the Peam Festival (www.artificialia.com/peam), part of
the network of electronic artists Avatar 41° (www.avatar41.net), who he helps in producing the Maurice Soma label (www.mauricesoma.com) and is involved with DSP
Recordings (www.dsprecs.com) from which we are expecting his second album shortly. ‘Charlie Parker said that when men could get rid of all existing sounds, they
would go mad; and sometimes | feel like going crazy amongst all the paths the computer lets me go down’. Marco Mancuso
